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Rocket and chemical agent processing were limited this week, as
compared to the previous few weeks, due to maintenance performed on Dutreach OFfice Hours:
the Deactivation Furnace System (DFS) and the Heated Discharge
Conveyor (HDC). The rockets are cut into pieces by the Rocket
Handling System (RHS). The DFS decontaminates the sheared rockets
pieces and destroys any residual chemical agent. The HDC is the
second furnace where rocket parts are further decontaminated after
exiting the DFS.
