The Umatilla Chemical Agent Disposal Facility’s
(UMCDF’s) Safety Management and Recognition

Team (SMART) has been quite busy over the past sever-
al months receiving, assigning and completing safety
suggestions.

Completed items range from improving walking sur-
faces to modifying equipment in order to make nearly every
aspect of working at UMCDF safer for each employee.

Since January 2006, the team has worked on 50
safety suggestions, completing 33 of them. Another 14
are currently being worked, with several of those nearing
completion. The remaining seven were closed prior to
completion.
