+ December 24, 2008: Nerve agent-filled
munition disposal operations safely conclude
with the processing of the last of the 44,131
VX land mines and a total of 196,925 gallons
of VX that was stored at Anniston Army Depot.

+ July 23, 2006 ~ May 24, 2008: All 139,581
VX projectiles and 35,662 VX rockets are
safely demilitarized.

+ August 9, 2003 ~ March 2, 2006: All
142,428 GB munitions and 96,078 gallons of
GB nerve agent safely demilitarized.

¢ 1997 ~2003: Westinghouse Anniston
constructs and tests the ANCDF.

+ 1997: U.S. ratifies weapons treaty.
