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Team Umatilla: Five
years of progress

t was five years ago this week that the depot and

Umatilla Chemical Agent Disposal Facility (UMCDF)
began operations to destroy the chemical weapons
stored at the depot. The first GB-filled M55 rocket was
delivered to the disposal facility on Sept. 7, 2004 and
was processed the next day.

Since that day, the facility has processed more than
218,000 munitions and about 1,500 tons of chemical
agent. The plant has also made immense improvements
in its safety and environmental records. The Recordable
Injury Rate (RIR) going into the first campaign was 1.7.
Today, it's 0.57. Environmentally speaking, only four non-
compliances have been issued between April 1, 2009
and today, while 20 were reported during the same peri-
od in 2004.

Congratulations to everyone on the progress made in
eliminating the depot’s stockpile of chemical weapons,
safety and environmental compliance.
